& adopted by the Cluster for Logistics Luxembourg in 2014 as a national host
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Goal: Motivate companies to adopt sustainable logistics practices by reducing their CO, emissions from transport
& logistics activities by at least 20% within 5 years based on a defined reference year (can backdate up to 3 years)
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Elaboration of individual action plans including measures that allow to reshape logistics activities, all while defining
potential costs and CO, emissions savings
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European level: +600 Lean & Green companies: saved around 2,5 million tonnes of CO,
